The overall objective of the Consortium is to build technical and Implementation Research

(IR) capacity to facilitate the delivery and uptake of new medical interventions in Ghana

using the new malaria vaccine as an entry point. 

Partner institutions in the Consortium are the University of Health and Allied Sciences,

(UHAS), the Food and Drugs Authority (FDA), the Ministry of Health (MoH), and the Ghana

Health Service (GHS). 

The five-year project is executed through five Work Packages (WPs):

The Sustainable Access and Delivery of New Vaccines in Ghana (SAVING) Consortium is led

by the University of Health and Allied Sciences (UHAS). 

WP 1 - Project Management and

Coordination

Work Package 1 (WP1) is managed by

UHAS and is responsible for the SAVING

Consortium’s management and

coordination. 

WP 2 -Capacity Building for

Implementation Research

Work Package 2 (WP2) is led by UHAS and

is responsible for building IR capacity in

partner institutions. 

WP 3 – Health Policy, Delivery, and

Technology Assessment

Work Package 3 (WP3) is led by the

Ministry of Health and is responsible for

technical capacity building in Health

Technology Assessment (HTA) for new

vaccines as well as procurement and

supply chain capacity strengthening.
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WP 4 Patient Safety and

Pharmacovigilance

Work Package 4 (WP4) is led by Ghana

FDA and works with relevant

stakeholders at the national and

community level in the adaptation of a

mobile phone application (App) for self-

reporting of adverse reactions by

patients.

WP 5 Knowledge Management and

Dissemination

Work package 5 (WP5) is managed by the

Swiss Tropical and Public Health

Institute (Swiss TPH) and is responsible

for knowledge management and

dissemination.

Prof. Gyapong serves as the Director of the
Institute of Health Research (IHR) and
Coordinator of the Centre for Health Policy and
Implementation Research (CHPIR) at the
University of Health and Allied Sciences (UHAS)
in Ghana.

Her dedication and expertise in IR have earned
her international recognition, as evidenced by
the World Health Organization's Special
Programme for Research and Training in
Tropical Diseases (WHO/TDR) Satellite Training
Centre for Implementation Research
designation bestowed upon CHPIR in 2018.

Before joining UHAS, Prof. Gyapong spent
nearly 25 years as a researcher at the Ghana
Health Service, during which she made
remarkable contributions to the field.
Her research interests revolve around the
socio-cultural aspects of tropical diseases,
health systems, and maternal and child health,
reflecting her commitment to improving
healthcare in vulnerable communities.

Prof. Gyapong is actively engaged in several
organizations and advisory boards including
the WHO Scientific and Technical Advisory
Group (STAG) on Neglected Tropical
Diseases. Her advisory roles extend to
capacity building and training in Malaria for
the Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public
Health's WHO Rethinking Malaria Program.

In recognition of her exceptional
contributions, Prof. Gyapong has received
numerous accolades. She was celebrated by
WHO/TDR as one of 15 influential women
fostering mentorship and collaboration in
the fight against infectious diseases in low
and middle-income countries. Additionally,
she was honored as the Most Outstanding
Female Scientist by the EDCTP for her
relentless dedication to reducing poverty-
related diseases.

As the Head of Work Package 2, Professor Evelyn
Ansah focuses on empowering institutions and
individuals to effectively address implementation
bottlenecks that hinder the widespread adoption of
new medical breakthroughs. She is also the Director
of the Centre for Malaria Research, University of
Health and Allied Sciences in Ghana.

With extensive global and national involvement, she
advises the World Health Organization on malaria
control, serves on the Global Fund's Independent
Evaluation Panel, and leads impactful research in
health systems and maternal health. 

Prior to joining academia, Professor Ansah was
Deputy Director responsible for Research at the
Research & Development Division of the Ghana
Health Service.
As the Deputy Director responsible for research at
the national level, she spearheaded the development
of the Ghana Health Service Research Agenda for the
period 2015-2019 and also initiated research
capacity building for health professionals through a
Continuous Professional Development Programme.

Professor Ansah contributes to the capacity building
of the next generation of Public Health Professionals
as an adjunct lecturer at the Ghana College of
Physicians & Surgeons, the Ghana Institute of
Management & Public Administration (GIMPA), and
the School of Public Health (University of Ghana). 

She has over the course of her career supervised
several PhD and Masters students both locally and
internationally.

Prof. Ansah's key research interests are malaria
case management, diagnostics, health systems,
maternal health and capacity building for health
research. To this end, she has conducted a
number of multi-country and local studies
including clinical trials and health systems
research. She is a reviewer for several peer-
reviewed Journals and the Global Health Systems
Conference and has several publications in peer-
reviewed journals to her credit.

Policy-makers, with a keen focus on vaccine policy-
makers, HTA committee members, members of the
National Immunization Technical Advisory Group
(NITAG), and agency heads. WP3 arrived at these
groups through a stakeholder analysis.

Update on choice of vaccines for study
WP3 initially shifted its attention to COVID-
related interventions due to the pressing need
to address the pandemic. However, the
complexities surrounding malaria vaccines
prompted them to reassess the landscape when
a second malaria vaccine(R21) was introduced
in Ghana. At the time of this interview,  WP3 was in the

data collection phase, meticulously gathering
information to fuel their analysis. Dr. Adu
Asare highlighted the challenges faced but
expressed determination to navigate these
obstacles and achieve desired results. He
emphasized the importance of adaptability
and continuous stakeholder engagement in
the dynamic nature of implementation
research (IR).

In conclusion, the ongoing assessment of
vaccines using HTA as a tool represents a
crucial step in informing policy decisions.
With a focus on addressing bottlenecks,
exploring effective dissemination methods,
and engaging key stakeholders, WP3 aims to
make a meaningful impact on global health.

Nurturing Learning and Collaboration
Education and knowledge are paramount in the
SAVING Consortium. WP5, represented by the Swiss
Tropical and Public Health Institute (Swiss TPH),
actively contributes to the learning protocols of other
consortium members, fostering collaborative growth
and expertise.

WP5 is conducting a stakeholder analysis to
better understand the interests, influence,
operational capacity, and reputation of key
stakeholders involved in deploying the malaria
vaccine RTS,S. The analysis aims to improve
decision-making for SAVING and Ghana's health
system. The results will be shared within the
consortium later this year.
